— which are all served
on a base of brown rice — are more
substantial, such as the harissa
marinated chicken bowl, which
comes with charred corn relish, av-
ocado, pickled red onion, tomatoes,
zesty feta cheese and chimichurri
sauce.

The menu is in a state of flux at
the moment: Santiago said they're
still taking in feedback from cus-
tomers and dialed in.
Their “ultimate vision™ for Tossd
is to “collaborate with other chefs,
and weTl have other chefs highlight
their salads and bowds, just so that
we hawe kind of an ongning rotating
menu.” he said.

Until Tossd is ready to become a
brick and mortar, Santiago said the
food truck will stay in the lot at 773
Mill Road, right near Geneva Road.
He said they plan to build the first
physical location in Vineyard, “be-
cause we love that area ™ Once that
