Merrill Kay Ridd
Life-long Learner, Teacher 1932-2024

Holladay, UT—On April 28, 2024, Professor Merrill Kay Ridd
graduated from this earthly existence. Merrill was born August
19. 1932, in Hunter, Utah to hard-working, faithful parents, Etta
Day Ridd and Heber Eugene Ridd. Merrill was seventh in a
household of nine siblings. They grew up farming in Hunter and
later, building homes in Hunter and Holladay. This remarkable
family shared a deep love for one another that was apparent in
their regular get-togethers and extended reunions.

Upon graduating from Granite High School, Merrill began his
college education at The University of Utah. where he met his first
wife, and mother of his children, Joyce Ellen Kirkman. They were
married in June, 1954 in the Logan Temple. Upon graduation,
Merrill served in the US Navy in Hawaii and the Philippines. As
they raised their five children, the roople lived in Hawaii, Utah,
Hlinois, and Colorado. They later served a mission in Seattle, WA,
just prior 1o Joyce's passing of cancer in August, 2003

Merrill began his distinguished teaching and research career
after earning his doctorate at Northwestern University in
Chicago. This included 35 years of teaching t the U, mentoring
many grad students, acting as department chair, writing
textbooks, running his research lab, The Center for Remote
Sensing and Cartography, worldwide teaching engagements and
sabbaticals, research endeavors with JPL and NASA and various
other ventures too numerous to count. He often included family
members on his travels.
ollowing Joyc.s passing Merrill reconnected with his old
G igh pal. CoDele Cook Eardley. They were later married
in July 2004. For nearly 20 years, they had many adventures
together and enjoyed each other's familiar company. For a
year and a half before his passing, Merrill spent his time at The
Ridge-Cottonwood, where CoDele, despite her own challenges,
continuad 1o dote on him. It was sweet to watch her care for him
as if he were at home.

A devout member of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter
Day Saints, Merrill spent his life in service of the church and
elsewhere. He was able 1o strike up a conversation with literally
anyone. Regardless of circumstance or station. Merrill treated
everyone he met with equal regard and interest. To meet him,
you knew you mattered. The world will be a poorer place without
him, but itis richer because he was here.
