This led to the building of the
Salt Palace. Unfortunately, the implementa-
tion of that decision displaced our Japanese
community and its surrounding neighbor-
hood. The destruction of most of. Japantown
left us diminished and added trauma to the
already horrific experience of the Japanese
American people who were forced to re-
locate to internment camps during World
WarIL In the face of that era of generation-
al change, we did not save the best of what
we had. We didn't listen to all of our many
diverse voices, and we lost nearly all of the
Japantown neighborhood.

Now we can remedy that loss, We can join
together to save Japantown. Today it is only
one block between 200 and 300 West on
First South, but it houses the Salt Lake Bud-
dhist Temple and the Japanese Church of
Christ. The churches hold religious services
