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Griner discusses
‘mental lapse’ that
led to detainment

Phoenix Mercury star
Brittney Griner opened up
about her nearly 10-month
detainment in Russia and
the “mental lapse” that
led to her arrest at a Mos-
cow-area airport after au-
tharities found less than one
gram of hashish oil in vape
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In an interview with
ABC'’s Robin Roberts that
aired in a special “20/20"
episode Wednesday, Griner
said she “could just visualize
everything I worked so hard
for. ;us crumbling and going

away.”

“How did I make this mis-
take? How was I this absent-
minded?” Griner recalled
thinking to herself when
the cartridges were discov-
ered in herbag.

Griner was arrested on
Feb. 17, 2022, investigated
for the “large-scale trans-
portation of drugs,” and put
on trial that July. Griner
pleaded guilty to the drugs
charges and told a judge that
she unintentionally
the hashish oil while rush-
ing to prepare to go to Rus-
sia. A doctor prescribed can-
nabis to Griner for chronic
pain, and medical marijua-
nais legal in Phoenix.

A Russian court convict-
od Griner of drug smuggling

nd possession charges and
«mmd her to nine years
in prison. She was released
Dec. 8, 2022, when the U.S.
government ngn-ed toa

dealer Viktor Bout, 294 days
after she was first detained.

Griner told “20/20" that
she woke up late on the
morning of her flight to
Russia, where she played for
{"MMC Ekaterinburg in the
WNBA offseason. She said
she rushed to throw things
in her suitcase, which was
not how she usually packed.

In prison, Griner, who
is 6-foot-9, said she had
a blood-stained mattress
with two thin sheets and

legs hung off her
bed through the bars of her
cell. She detailed not always
hz\mg toilet paper and be-
ing given toothpaste that ex-
pired around 15 years ago.

“We used to put (the
toothpaste) on the black
mold to kill the mold on the
walls,” Griner said.

In an interview with
The New York Times, Gri-
ner said the squalid condi-
tions and lack of access to
any sort of hygienic items
pushed her to contemplate
suicide. Prison guards
would stare at her nude
body, and when she was
taken to doctors appoint-
ments or court appearanc-
es, she was made tositina
cage too small for her frame.
Griner began smoking cig-
arettes, and her physical
strength deteriorated due
to living off of limited com-
missary snacks like pack-
aged noodles, muffins, sa-
lami, condensed milk.

At the time, the U.S. gov-
ernment called Griner
“wrongfully detained” and
the White House opened ne-
gotiations with Russia in an
effort to bring her home af-
ter her conviction.

In November 2022, Gri-
ner was moved to a Russian
penal colony and worked
cutting fabric for Russian
military uniforms.

“You go there to work.
There's no rest,” Griner said
of the penal colony, where
she cut her dreadlocks. “My
dreads started to freeze.
They would just stay wet
and cold and 1 was getting
sick. You've gotta do what
vou've gotta do to survive.”

Griner returned to the
Mercury and played the
2023 WNBA season, earn-
ing her seventh All-Star se-
